	Abstract: Abstract maximum 250 words, Abstract contains an Opening Sentence (1-2 Sentences) that briefly explains the phenomenon, problem, or research gap that is the basis for conducting the research, Research Objectives, Explains directly what the researcher wants to achieve, usually using verbs such as analyze, test, evaluate, identify, or find out. Research Methods Explains the scientific approach or steps used to achieve the research objectives, includes the type of research, data collection techniques, data sources, and analysis techniques used. Research Results Convey the essence of the most significant results or findings obtained from the research, Present only the main results that directly answer the research objectives, without long explanations or detailed data. Abstract typing is done with single spacing with narrower margins than the right and left margins of the main text.




Introduction (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The introduction should begin with a statement of the problem, namely the discrepancy between the expected ideal conditions and the empirical facts occurring in the field, as the basis for the urgency of the research. After that, the author needs to present the results of three previous studies that are relevant or have a similar topic to the title of the article being written, as a form of state-of-the-art review that shows the research's position in the context of previous studies. Next, the author conveys a statement of differentiation or novelty of the research conducted, namely new things that have not or have not been discussed in previous studies. This section then concludes with an explanation of the research objectives to be achieved and a description of the research's benefits, both theoretically and practically. In the format of a scientific article, all of these elements are arranged in a flowing, complete narrative form so that readers understand the background, scientific contributions, and urgency of the research being conducted.



Research Methods (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The research methods section contains a complete description of how the research was conducted systematically so that it can be replicated by other researchers. The writing begins by explaining the method and type of research used, for example, qualitative, quantitative, or mixed methods research, along with the reasons for the selection, referring to relevant literature (e.g., Sugiyono, 2019). Next, a detailed explanation of the data sources used, both primary and secondary data, including the characteristics of the research subjects or objects. Then, the data collection techniques applied, such as interviews, observation, documentation, or literature studies, are outlined, including the instruments used and their implementation procedures. Next, the data analysis techniques used to process and interpret the data are presented, for example, descriptive analysis, content analysis, or thematic analysis, with reference to relevant theoretical guidelines. This entire section must be structured coherently and logically, and supplemented with citations of reference sources to demonstrate the validity of the methods used.

Research Results (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The research results section presents the raw data obtained from the field, such as interview excerpts, questionnaire tabulations, and observation notes, presented in detail and systematically. The data should be arranged according to the research focus or problem formulation presented in the introduction, so that readers can see the direct connection between the research questions and the results. Data should be presented objectively without interpretation or discussion, but rather simply present the findings as they are to ensure the validity of the results. All data presented should be relevant, complete, and sufficient to address the research objectives, providing a solid foundation for analysis and discussion in subsequent sections.

Discussion (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The discussion section serves to interpret and reflect deeply and critically on the data presented in the research findings. Researchers must outline the meaning of the findings, explain why they occurred, and link them to relevant theories or concepts. Furthermore, research findings need to be compared and linked to previous research to demonstrate the current research's position within the context of existing scientific studies, thus demonstrating whether the results strengthen, refute, or expand upon previous findings. This section also explains the research's scientific contributions or implications for the development of science, field practice, and policy, supported by various up-to-date references from competent authors and experts in their fields to ensure a rich, argumentative, and academically sound discussion.  

Conclusion (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The conclusion section serves to summarize the most important findings of the research concisely and clearly, as a direct answer to the objectives or problem formulation that have been set. The conclusion does not repeat all the results and discussions, but rather emphasizes the core of the most significant findings. In addition, this section also needs to explain the added value or contribution of the research, both conceptually in the development of theory and methodologically in the development of research approaches or techniques. Researchers are also encouraged to reveal the limitations of the research encountered during the study implementation, as well as provide constructive recommendations for further research so that similar studies in the future can be conducted in more depth and comprehensively.

References (12pt bold, Times New Roman)
The bibliography must include all sources referred to in the text of the article and be written consistently according to the citation style used, using APA 7th edition. Reference sources used should primarily come from primary sources such as scientific journal articles, proceedings, or relevant scientific books, with a proportion of at least 80% of the total bibliography, and published within the last ten years to remain up-to-date and contextual. The number of references included should also be adequate, generally at least 20 sources, to demonstrate the breadth of theoretical studies and previous research that support the research. Writing citations and bibliographies is recommended to use a reference management application such as Mendeley to write references more accurately, uniformly, and facilitate the editing process.
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
